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Amos 8:11, “Behold, the days come, saith the Lord GOD,
that I will send a famine in the land, not a famine of

bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing the words of
the LORD.”

The LORD warned through Amos that a famine was coming. Amos
was a farmer and could relate to the destruction brought about by a
famine. He knew what the lack of food and water would cause. As
much as a famine of food and water causes destruction, a famine of
the word of God is even more devastating.

The LORD said He would send a famine of the hearing of the words
of the LORD. The LORD wants all to hear His word and makes it
available, but because of their sins and rejection of His word, a
famine of hearing those words would be sent.

None of us have ever experienced a famine. All our lives we have
had food and water in abundance. This is easily seen when we go into
large supermarkets and see the selection of foods. There is not only
the choice of bread, but every type of bread one can imagine. Every
product is like this. The choices are almost overwhelming, but I’'m
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thankful we have such abundance.

In the same way, we have never known the lack of water in recent
years. | can remember Mom talking about days on the farm when
there were dry years and little water and they did all they could to
obtain water from any source they could find.

Even during the first few years of my own life, we did not have
running water. We had to capture rain water to use. With time and
technology even the farm obtained “city water.” Since that time all
we have to do is to walk up to a hydrant or sink and turn a faucet, and
clean water flows in abundance. The water is always on, always
clean, and as much as we need.

We have food and water well beyond what we need. We have only
ourselves to blame if we are hungry or thirsty.

In the same way, we have the Word of God in abundance. We have
multiple copies of the Bible in our homes. Even people without a
Bible have easy access to it. There are Bibles sold in most stores that
sell books of any kind. Everyone with a computer or smart phone has
access to free copies of the Bible. Not only are there copies of the
Bible to read, but there are free recordings of the Bible to listen to.

The Bible is all about us, yet there is a famine for the word of the
LORD. People are starving and dying spiritually because they are not
partaking of the Bible. We expect this of the world, but what is more
saddening is we, as the children of God, can be starving spiritually.

There is a great famine in the land from people not reading and
following the Bible. Let’s prevent that famine from reaching us. We
have a storehouse of spiritual food within the Bible. Let’s partake
bountifully and often. Let’s fill ourselves with the spiritual food the
LORD has prepared for us.
