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Proverbs 4:18, “But the path of the just is as the shining
light, that shineth more and more unto the perfect day.”

Revelation 22:5, “And there shall be no night there; and
they need no candle, neither light of the sun, for the Lord
God giveth them light: and they shall reign for ever and
ever.”

We all have a few days that have been “near perfect.” Things just
went right all day long or events of the day turned our lives for the
better. Regardless of how good any day in this life has been, there has
not been a perfect day. But, there is one coming. That day is at the
end of our lives for those living and dying in the LORD.

Any path leads us somewhere. Perhaps we do not even know what is
at the end of a path, but we hope for something good. The path of the
just ends with a perfect day.

When we leave this life and go to be ever with the LORD, it is
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eternal. Paul wrote regarding the LORD’s return in
I Thessalonians 4:17, “Then we which are alive and remain shall be
caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the
air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.”

When we go to be with the LORD we are ever with Him. It’s
interesting that Proverbs refers to the perfect day. The reference here
has to be after this life since there is no perfect time here. How can
it be referred to as one day and yet ever be with the LORD.

It’s a day that never ends. It’s a perfect day and it will never come to
a close. It is eternal. We are told in Revelation 21:25 regarding
Heaven, “And the gates of it shall not be shut at all by day: for there
shall be no night there.” Then in Revelation 22:5, “And there shall be
no night there; and they need no candle, neither light of the sun, for
the Lord God giveth them light: and they shall reign for ever and
ever.”

It’s a perfect day, because it’s in Heaven. It’s a “day” because there
is no night there. It is eternal. The best possible day of all, which is
perfect, will never end for us. As we read about this perfect day, we
see just how perfect it is. Revelation 21:4 says, “And God shall wipe
away all tears from their eyes, and there shall be no more death,
neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for
the former things are passed away.”

There is nothing negative whatsoever in Heaven. That might be hard
to believe for many because all that some have ever known are days
filled with sorrow. I can’t help but wonder if John had a look of
disbelief on his face. In the very next verse John is told by the One
who was upon the throne, “And he that sat upon the throne said,
Behold, I make all things new. And he said unto me, Write: for these
words are true and faithful.”

It was confirmed to John that these things are true. It was not an
angel or some other heavenly being who told John. It was God
continued on next page...
