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Galatians 5:1, “Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith

Christ hath made us free, and be not entangled again with

the yoke of bondage.”

Today, July 4 , the nation celebrates Independence Day. This day is whenth

the Declaration of Independence was ratified. We as a nation freed

ourselves from England and oppression brought upon the people. The

United States became free and a new life for the people began as the new

nation began.

When we are in sin we are in bondage. Whether we have always been in

bondage to sin or return to sin, we are in bondage when we are out of the

LORD.

While they promise them liberty, they themselves are the servants of19

corruption: for of whom a man is overcome, of the same is he brought in

bondage.” Peter talks about those who once were clean and had escaped. If

they go back to sin, they are brought into bondage.

A little later, in verse 22 Peter, writes, “But it is happened unto them

according to the true proverb, The dog [is] turned to his own vomit again;

and the sow that was washed to her wallowing in the mire.” When we

return to sin we are returning to filth and an unwashed state.

How can we be free? Jesus said in John 8:32, “And ye shall know the truth,

and the truth shall make you free.” It’s interesting that freedom is gained for

a nation by fighting. Years ago it was fighting by swords. Today our

freedom is gained by the spiritual sword, the word of God. Ephesians 6:17,

“. . .the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God.”

Obey the LORD and His word. When you do, you are made free from sin

and spiritual death and will save your soul.
